Minutes

January 18, 2022
A Public Hearing and Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 18th day of January 2022 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Kay Hernandez, Kelli Stanfield, Velma Womack, and Marie Bannister.  Don Brawner was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Kelli Stanfield..
4. Open forum:   No comments made in open forum.

After review, no questions or public comments made.
6. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)

· Review TRWD IPL project for North Leagueline proposal::  Several gentleman from Tarrant Regional and the contractors such as Ed Weaver attended the meeting.  Two exhibits were passed out to the council.  One shows the Concept improvements that was discussed and the second one shows some more detail with existing survey information and location of light poles.  TRWD will maintain N Leagueline Road to accommodate construction access to project and will pave the road once project is completed.  They are requesting a permit to get started.
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.

· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens presented her report. 
· Report from EDC:  Betty Sanders updated council on previous EDC meeting discussion 

· Report from Water Plant Operator:  David Walker did not attend the meeting.
· Report from Matt Maddox:  Matt Maddox presented his monthly report.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their packet.
· All bank account balances
· Payroll report for October 2021
· Check registers and P & L for General Fund and System Fund
· Memorandum from City Attorney on competitive bidding process.

· Bids that have been submitted for removing sludge from Water Plant lagoons.

7. Review and consider increase in garbage rates submitted by 3P Trash, Keith Pryor:  Keith Pryor was present at the meeting and has requested this rate increase due to increase in fuel and other expenses.  New city council members have not seen the agreement between the city and 3P Trash.  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to table this line item and to give the new council members a copy of the existing agreement to review.  Marie Bannister seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Consider and approve the officers of the EDC board Don Brawner, President, Ricky Stanfield, Vice-President and Betty Sanders, Secretary/Treasury:   Kay Hernandez made a motion to approve the officers of the EDC board as stated above.   Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Review the recommendation from the Trinidad EDC to sell the remaining EDC property:  Kay Hernandez made a motion to approve selling the remaining EDC property.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion was unanimous with Kay Hernandez, Kelli Stanfield and Velma Womack voting yes and Marie Bannister voting to abstain.  .
10. Consider and approve EDC leasing from the City of Trinidad for $912 per month when the City Hall is built:  Kellie Stanfield  made a motion to approve EDC leasing from City of Trinidad a space in the new City Hall building for an amount of $912 per month to begin when construction is completed.   Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
11. Council Members Inquiry Time:  Mayor Leslie Parker discussed the Trinidad Buzz, a newsletter composed by Marie Bannister, Helen Weaver and Chondra Sutton.  She asked Ms. Bannister if it was a public newsletter connected to the city council or a private newsletter solely put out by the three editors.  The Mayor said that if it is intended to be “from the city” then she feels she should have final approval of the newsletter.  If it is to be a private publication, then the expense of copying and distributing should be on the three editors.  Ms. Bannister said it would be a privately done newsletter without city involvement.

The Mayor also discussed recording executive sessions.  She talked about the legal ramifications if any of 
the council record during executive session.  The Mayor wants to have an open and working council and 
sometimes confidentiality is required.
12. Consent Agenda:  All matters listed under Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City   
      Council and will be enacted by one motion.  If discussion is desired, that item will then be removed from 
      the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
