Minutes

January 23, 2024
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 23rd  day of January 2024 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:31 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Kelli Stanfield, Roy Stanfield, Velma Womack and Marie Bannister.  Tonya Womack was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Roy Stanfield.
4. Open forum:   Ray Crocker, on behalf of Steven Haynes, read a letter from Mr. Haynes regarding the process for the sale of the city hall. (see attachment A)  Mr. Croker also read a letter from Mr. Haynes regarding Marie Bannister.  (see attachment B)
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· Roosevelt Womack Jr. - complaint:  Mr. Womack does not want Matt back on his property to do anything.  He asked what his name was, and Matt would not tell him his name.  Mr. Womack did not want his pecan tree trimmed out of the city right of way. He said Matt was a bully and a bad public servant. He said his meter was never read and he would like to file a complaint.
· Report from Street Department:  Matt was not present at this meeting.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens was not present at the meeting.  The City Administrator printed a few reports for review.  
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.  
· Report from EDC:  Carrie Evans said EDC still working on the sale of the EDC property.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their

packet.

· All bank account balances.
· Payroll report for December 2023  
· Check registers and P & L for General Fund and System Fund
5. Consider issuing a Special Use Permit for the required fencing around the school:: The Superintendent of the school attended the meeting and passed out a picture of the fence line to all council members. (see attachment C)   A motion was made by Roy Stanfield to issue a special use permit for the fence with no fee.  Marie Bannister seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. Review and consider the revisions the oil and gas ordinance as prepared by the city attorney:  this line item was not discussed because the attorney is still working on the revised ordinance. It will be placed back on the agenda when the ordinance is ready for review.
7. Review and consider five homes to go through the abatement process:  Marie Bannister made a motion to start the abatement process on the five homes that were discussed.  Kelli Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
10. Council Members Inquiry Time:  No comments made.
11. Consent Agenda:  All matters listed under the Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City Council and will be enacted by one motion.  If discussion is desired, that item will then be removed from the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
