Minutes

October 17, 2023
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 17th day of October 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:35 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Kay Hernandez, Roy Stanfield, Velma Womack and Tonya Womack.  Kelli Stanfield was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Leslie Parker.
4. Open forum:   Steven Haynes and Jonathon Bowman attended the meeting and going over the scheduled activities for Veterans Day Operation Rock the Troops held on November 11, 2023.  This will be an annual event and they would like all boards to support the event. Right now, there will be 6 bands, a car show, vendors, bounce house and much more.  Sponsorships are available at different levels.  As of this date, they have raised $30,000.  Chairs for the veterans will be set up to sit and listen to the music.
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· Levi Reed – water quality:  Levi did not attend the meeting.
· Report from Street Department:  Matt presented his monthly report.  He discussed the leaks on the raw water line that blew out and had to have an emergency repair.  Ironhorse Unlimited handled the repair at approximately the cost to the city of $52,000.
· Report from Ford Services:  Ronnie Ford attended the meeting and discussed the problems with the color, taste and odor of the water.  He assured everyone they were flushing and on top of the issue.  
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens was not present at the meeting.  City Administrator printed a few reports for review.  
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.  
· Report from EDC:  EDC still working on the sale of the EDC property.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their

packet.

· Check registers and P & L for General Fund and System Fund
5. Consider making a donation to the Veteran’s Day event held on November 11, 2023:  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to make a donation of $2500 to the Veteran’s Day.  Tonya Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. Consider/discuss authorization to issue requests for proposals (RFP) for administrative and plan development services for the Community Development Block Grant – Mitigation (CDG-MIT):  Resilient Communities Program (RCP) grant program administered by the Texas General Land Office (GLO):  The City Administrator will have the city’s grant writer attend a meeting to explain this particular grant and other possibilities for the city.  He was not able to attend the meeting on this date.  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to authorize requests for proposals for administrative and plan development services for the community. Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. Consider the cancellation of the Performance Agreement between New York Texas BBQ and YNS Mava LP:  Roy Stanfield made a motion to accept the cancellation of the Performance Agreement between New York Texas BBQ and YNS Mava LP.  Tonya Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Review and consider the approval of the Performance Agreement between Economic Development Corp and YNS Mava LP:  Motion was made by Roy Stanfield to approve the Performance Agreement between EDC and YNS Mava LP.  Kay Hernandez seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Consider the financing of a 2024 GMC Pickup with a service bed for the Water Department with First State Bank at a rate of 5.84% for 5 years:  Tonya Womack questioned why we couldn’t look for a used pickup.
At 7:12 p.m., the Mayor placed council into executive session due to Section 551.074 pursuant to Texas Open Meetings Act.  At 7:30 pm the council went back into open session.
Roy Stanfield made a motion to approve financing for the 2024 GMC 1-ton pickup with service bed through First State Bank.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
10. Council Members Inquiry Time:  No comments made.
11. Consent Agenda:  All matters listed under the Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City Council and will be enacted by one motion.  If discussion is desired, that item will then be removed from the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
