Public Hearing
Joint Meeting between Planning and Zoning Commission 

and

City Council

October 26, 2021
A Public Hearing and Joint Meeting of the governing body of the City of Trinidad and Planning and Zoning Commissioner was held on the 26st  day of October 2021 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
The recorder was turned on for the meeting and it did not work after being charged the day before in preparation for the meeting.

1. Call to Order:  Mayor Pro Tem /Don Brawner called the meeting to order at 5:38 p.m.
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Don Brawner, Velma Womack. Marie Bannister and Roy Stanfield.   

Zoning Commission present were Roy Stanfield, betty Sanders, Helen Covey and Kay Hernandez.


Citizens present were Sandy Sparks, Percy Airheart and Jessie Alonzo and his brother.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Roy Stanfield.
4. Review and discuss proposed changes to Zoning Ordinance as presented by the Zoning Commission and Public Comments:   Jessie Alonza bought property in Trinidad and asked the Chief about what he can do and not do.  The Chief told him that he would visit with him about the guidelines after the meeting.  Jessie said he is willing to work with everyone here.  Copies of the proposed zoning ordinance were passed out to all board members and citizens for review.  
Roy Stanfield said that Betty Sanders, Helen Covey and Kay Hernandez have been working hard on zoning and mapping.  We want everyone to be able to put their input.  We’ve been working with updating our zoning ordinance with things like tiny homes, box cars etc.  He went over all the zoning districts.  The First 13 or so pages gives description of all the districts and vocabulary used in the ordinance.  We’ve had the city attorneys working with us on updating.  He talked about travel trailers, recreational vehicles, box cars etc..  Marie Bannister asked if we were going to allow mobile homes.  Roy Stanfield said mobile homes will be allowed only in M-2 area.  The attorney told him it’s not the place of the city to provide a place for mobile homes.  Page 23 shows the places that mobile home would be allowed.  Modular homes are allowed with specific requirements as prepared by the city attorney.  Roy went over the specifications with everyone.  Helen Covey and Betty Sanders didn’t have anything to add to the discussion.  Land maps are being updated right now.  They are on revision number three with. Hayter Engineering in preparing the maps.   Roy said we will be working on updating as laws change.  The City will be continually updating the zoning ordinance.  Roy Stanfield said there is a lot more work to do in Zoning.  Kay Stanfield had to leave the meeting.  
Don Brawner and the Chief met with Joy Kimbrough with Henderson County Emergency Management.  They talked about the flood plain areas in the city.  Roy Stanfield said the zoning would be working on the flood plain overlay after the land use map is completed.  Don Brawner also said that there are some areas in town that are in the flood plain and not able to get flood insurance.  We need to have a good map showing those areas.  

Each board member reviewed the proposed changes.
5. Consider and approve Ordinance No. 2021-005, an Ordinance of the City of Trinidad, Texas, providing zoning districts, zoning regulations, and standards for the development and use of land within the city; providing fence regulations and a definition of fence; providing severability, open meetings and effective date clauses; providing penalties; and providing for related matters:  Motion was made by Don Brawner to approve Ordinance No. 2021-005 as stated above.  Roy Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried with Don Brawner, Velma Womack and Roy Stanfield voting yes and Marie Bannister voting no.  Motion carried.
6. Adjourn:  Motion was made by Don Brawner to adjourn.  Roy Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:14 p.m.
