October 26, 2023
A Special Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 26th day of October 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Kay Hernandez, Mayor Pro Tem, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Velma Womack, Roy Stanfield and Tonya Womack.   Leslie Parker attended by phone.  Kelli Stanfield was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Roy Stanfield.
4. Open forum:   Trinidad EDC board members attended the meeting as well as Fran Estes.  The EDC wanted to update the City Council on their contribution to the Veterans Day Operation Rock the Troops.  They will be setting up a booth to offer candy, pencils and other things to the crowd as well as talking about EDC.  Penny Edwards also talked about the need to clean up Trinidad and feels it will take everyone to make that happen.
5. Review and consider Resolution No. 2023-003, a Resolution that the Veteran’s Day Rock the Troops celebration serves a public purpose and to enter into an agreement with the state for temporary closure of partial FM 274:  Motion was made by Roy Stanfield to approve Resolution No. 2023-003, a resolution for Veterans Day Rock the Troops celebration.  Velma Womacks seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

6. Review the agreement with the state for partial closure of a state road:  Motion was made by Roy Stanfield to approve the agreement with TXDOT to do a partial closure for Veterans Day on November 11, 2023.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. Consider issuing a special use permit to Steven Haynes for the Veteran’s Day Rock the Troops:  Motion was made by Roy Stanfield to issue a special use permit to Steven Haynes and Cedar Creek Supply Co. for Veterans Day celebration.
8. Council Members Inquiry Time:  No comments made.
9. Adjourn:  Motion was made by Tonya Womack to adjourn.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.
