A Public Hearing and Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 16th day of November2021 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Don Brawner, Mayor Pro Tem, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Don Brawner, Velma Womack, and  Roy Stanfield.  Marie Bannister was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Velma Womack.
4. Open forum:   No comments in open forum..

5. Canvass election returns for the November 2, 2021 General Election.  There are a total of 576 registered voters.  A total of 135 ballots cast.  The results of the election were as follows:

6. Consider Resolution No. 2021-007, a resolution canvassing the returns and declaring the results of the general election held on November 2, 2021 for the City of Trinidad, Texas:  Motion was made by Don Brawner to approve Resolution No. 2021-007, a resolution canvassing the returns and declaring the results of the general election held on November 2, 2021 for the City of Trinidad, Texas.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
7. Discuss and consider information obtained by Mayor Pro Tem:  A letter dated November 16, 2021 by Billy Ray Hornbuckle was given to the Mayor Pro Tem the day of the council meeting.  The Mayor Pro Tem read the letter in open forum.   The letter stated he had recently learned he didn’t qualify for the position of city council because of him serving on the board of TISD.  He stated in the letter that he thanked all of the citizens who supported and voted for him, but because of the dual office, he has decided to vacate the position of city council.  Don Brawner shared concerns for the city not having a fully seated council.  He didn’t want the city to go through the same problems as the previous year of not having a fully seated council.  Don Brawner made a motion to accept Billy Ray Hornbuckle’s  letter and he would like to, because of her experience, appoint Kay Hernandez to fill the position.  Roy Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Administer oaths of office to the newly elected City Council members and Mayor by Judge Bivens:  Judge Bivens administered the oaths of office to Kelly Stanfield, Leslie Parker, Don Brawner and Kay Hernandez.
Leslie Parker took the Mayor’s seat.  Kelli Stanfield and Kay Hernandez took their council seats.
9. Consider and appoint a Mayor Pro Tem:  Kay Hernandez made a motion to appoint Don Brawner as Mayor Pro Tem.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
10. Consider and approve the renewal of HACH Partnership Agreement:  David Walker attended the meeting and explained what the HACH agreement is for the water plant.  The HACH Partnership Agreement is an annual preventive maintenance agreement for the sc200 controllers, the 1720E LR Turbidity sensors and the CL17’s at the water plant.  The fee for 2021-2022 is $7787.00.  Kay Hernandez made the motion to approve the renewal of HACH Partnership Agreement.  Velma seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously..
11. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)

· Keith Pryor – discuss possible increase for waste collection – current sanitation fee is $14.25:  Mr. Prior could not attend the meeting but the council had his proposed rate increases.  The proposed increase is for fuel increase and other expenses that have risen in the last year.  Don Brawner would like to bid out the sanitation collection before making any decisions.
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens presented her report.  
· Report from Water Plant Operator:  David Walker updated council on Exit Interview with TCEQ and said there was still work to be done on the monitoring plan.  TCEQ would like to see that Olive Street loops and not have a dead end line.  David said he has sent a letter to Angela with things that have been completed.
· Report from Matt Maddox:  Matt Maddox presented his monthly report.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their packet.
· All bank account balances
· Payroll report for October 2021
· Check registers and P & L for General Fund and System Fund
12. Council Members Inquiry Time:  Don Brawner talked about the EDC and the need to meet and review the applicants.  A meeting will be scheduled for December 7 to review and appoint EDC board members..
