November 28, 2023
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 28th day of November 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were, Roy Stanfield, Velma Womack and Tonya Womack.  Kelli Stanfield and Kay Hernandez were absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Roy Stanfield.
4. Open forum:   Leigh with Republic introduced herself and asked if there was anything she needed to do for the city.  She appreciates the business and if there is anything we need, to give her a call.
5. Discuss and consider City of Trinidad’s authorization to issue Requests For Proposals for Administrative Services (RFP) for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program Funding Opportunity (DR-4705) Program funded through the Texas Division of Emergency Management (TDEM):  John McElfish attended the meeting with Grant Works and discussed the possibility of grants.
