Minutes

February 15, 2022
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 15th day of February 2022 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:39 p.m.

2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Kay Hernandez, Kelli Stanfield, Velma Womack, and Marie Bannister.  Don Brawner was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Leslie Parker.
4. Open forum:   Julie Airheart said she appreciated the Police Department.  She wanted to know why the police officers are allowed to do security work on their own time but are using the city’s police vehicles.   She feels that that is not right.
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)

· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.

· Report from Officer Cate, code enforcement:  Officer Cate presented his report on code enforcement.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens presented her report. She is preparing warrants for around 200 to 300 people and they should be ready next week.
· Report from EDC:  Betty Sanders updated council on previous EDC meeting discussion 

· Report from Water Plant Operator:  David Walker did not attend the meeting.
· Report from Matt Maddox:  Matt Maddox presented his monthly report.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their packet.

· Check registers and P & L for General Fund and System Fund
1. Review and consider increase from 3P Trash Service:  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to approve the increase presented by Keith Pryor, 3P Trash Service.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

2. Review and consider K-9 agreement between TISD and the City of Trinidad.  Motion was made by Kelli Stanfield to approve the K-9 Agreement between TISD and the City of Trinidad.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

3. Review and approve 2021 Racial Profiling Report as submitted by the Chief of Police.  The Chief discussed and explained what the 2021 Racial Profiling report included in the body of the text.  Marie Bannister made a motion to approve the 2021 Racial Profiling Report.  Kay Hernandez seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
4. Consider entering into an agreement with Pct 1 Henderson County for the removal of overgrowth on both sides of the road from the corner of West St. and W Eaton (cemetery road) ending at the Trinidad Cemetery; and consider entering into an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Trinidad and Henderson County for labor and equipment use, hauling TXDOT millings and various road repairs.  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to approve entering into both agreements.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
5. Consider placing an ad in the Athens Review requesting bids to hire a General Contractor for the construction of the City Hall:  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to place ad in paper for a General Contractor for building the City Hall.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. Consider placing an ad in the Athens Review for the sale of 613 West Street, Trinidad, Texas; Tax Identification No. R00056075, Official Public Records of Henderson County:  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to place ad in paper to sell 613 West St property.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
7. Consider and approve the appointment of Ricky Stanfield as President of EDC and Lisa Hebrank as Vice President of EDC:  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to approve the appointment of Ricky Stanfield as President of EDC and Lisa Hebrank as Vice President of EDC.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. Council Members Inquiry Time:  Mayor Leslie Parker updated the council on her efforts in trying to open up access out of town from South Leagueline Road for evacuating in case of emergency.
Kelli Stanfield discussed the fence on Hwy 31 and whether or not it is compliance.  She mentioned the troubles her mother went through when she lived in Trinidad.  She said although the fence looked good, the council needs to be aware of making the ordinances the same for all citizens.
