Minutes

February 20, 2024
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 20th day of February 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:35 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Roy Stanfield, Velma Womack and Kelli Stanfield.  Tonya Womack was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Barry Roberts.
4. Open forum:   No comments made in open forum.
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· Report from Street Department:  Matt presented his monthly report.  
· Report from Utility Clerk:  Colby Estrada talked about the problems with the Café dumpster behind City Hall.  She’s been working with Republic because they have not been able to dump due to the telephone lines.  She was going to bring the problem to the council and before she could Matt dumped a load of rock and extended the area for the sanitation truck.  Colby had asked Matt not to put any rock out on city property until she had a chance to present to the council.  The Mayor said that either the café or Matt need to pay for the rock but we will talk about it further.  
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens was not present at the meeting.  City Administrator printed a few reports for review.  
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers was absent, Barry Roberts presented his monthly report.  Roy Stanfield and council were concerned for the amount of citations for the month of January which was 3.  Mr. Stanfield said that would affect the revenue at budget time.
· Report from EDC:  City Administrator said that they are working on getting out from under Rural Development so they can sell the property.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their

packet.

· All bank account balances.
· Payroll report for January 2024  
· Check registers and P & L for General Fund and System Fund
6. Consider financing the parking lot of the new City Hall with First State Bank Malakoff for $129,026.58 at 6.75% fixed for 3 years:  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to finance the parking lot at the new City Hall with First State Bank at a 6.75 fixed rate for 3 years. In addition to the new City Hall, we will use the property located at 212 Park Street, Trinidad, Texas, in the name of The Town of Trinidad, as additional collateral.  Kelli Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. Consider increasing the size of the parking lot to add more parking spaces:  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to increase the size of the parking with 6-7 more parking spaces and a pad for the dumpster for an extra $5-8,000.  Kelli Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

8. Review and consider the revisions of the oil and gas Ordinance as prepared by the city attorney: The City Administrator will send a paragraph regarding electric to the inspector at Fort Worth and get his opinion.  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to table the oil and gas ordinance until council review information presented by an inspector from Fort Worth, Brendan Skaggs.
The Council did not go into the executive session.

10. Convened into executive session at pursuant to Section 551.071, Tex. Gov't Code, for consultation with city attorney.

11. Reconvene into (special/open) session to take action as appropriate in the Council's discretion regarding consultation with city attorney.

12. Council Members Inquiry Time:  No comments made.
