1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Lisa Hebrank, Kelli Stanfield, Kay Hernandez, Velma Womack and  Tonya Womack.   
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Lisa Hebrank.
4. Open forum:   Roy Stanfield updated the council on the new City Hall.  The drop ceiling was going to be installed the following week.  He discussed the need to make some changes to the drilling ordinance and the water rates..
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· Report from Street Department:  Matt Maddox presented the monthly report.

6. Consider the purchase of a commercial zero turn  mower from Small Engine Sales and Service:  Motion was made by Kelli Stanfield to take money out of the Reserve M & O and pay for the SCAG commercial mower.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. Review and approve the 2022 Racial Profiling report as submitted by the Chief of Police:  The 2022 Racial Profiling was presented to all members.  Motion was made by Lisa Hebrank to accept the 2022 Racial Profile report.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Consider and approve revisions to ordinance for placement of commercial and industrial garbage containers/dumpsters:   Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to revise the ordinance for commercial dumpsters/sanitation.  Dumpsters need to be 5 ft from property line and 7 ft from any existing business, enclosed on 3 sides of the dumpster and give each business 30 days to comply.  It was also decided to stripe parking spaces for customers for all business customers.  Tonya Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Council Members Inquiry Time:  No comments made.
10. Consent Agenda:  All matters listed under Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City Council and will be enacted by one motion.  If discussion is desired, that item will then be removed from the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
