Public Hearing for Bid Opening

March 10, 2022
A Special Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 27th day of January 2027 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Mayor Leslie Parker called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Velma Womack, Marie Bannister, Kelli Stanfield and Kay Hernandez.

5. BID OPENING:
· Review and consider all bids submitted for the purchase of 1.620 ACRES,  Lot 27 AB 17 N Addison Survey, D C Legg Lot 27,  613 West Street, Trinidad, Texas  75163, Tax Identification No. R00056075; Official Public Records of Henderson County, Texas

One sealed bid was submitted.  YNS Services was not present during bid opening.  YNS Services LLC made a bid offer of $6480 for the 1.620 acres (see attached bid)..  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to accept and enter into an agreement with YNS Services to purchase 1.620 Acres, Tax Identification No. R00056075, from the City of Trinidad for $6480.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
· Review and consider all bids submitted for a General Contractor for the construction of a New City Hall: a structure to be approximately 4000 square feet located at 385 Park Street, Trinidad, Texas:  

Two sealed bids were submitted.  David Stanfield was present during the bid opening.  YNS Services LLC was not present.  YNS Services LLC submitted a bid for $500,000 and A & C Construction Inc. submitted a bid for $630,800.  After a review and consideration of both bids, the City Council will enter into an agreement with YNS Services to be the General Contractor for the construction of the New City Hall.  (see attached bid).  Kay Hernandez made a motion to accept YNS Services LLC bid for $500,000 and enter into an agreement with YNS Services to be the General Contractor for the new City Hall.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. Consider finalizing the Loan from First State Bank in the amount of $500,000 for the new City Hall construction and having the Mayor as signature for the loan documentation:  A motion was made by Kay Hernandez to finalize the loan for $500,000 and have the Mayor be the signature. Marie Bannister seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
7. Consider approving Terri Newhouse, City Administrator as the person requesting the draws from the construction loan:  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to approve Terri Newhouse, our City Administrator, as the person to take the draws from the construction loan as needed.. Marie Bannister seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously. 

8. Adjourn:    Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to adjourn.  Marie Bannister seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 5:55 p.m.
