Minutes

March 15, 2022
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 15th day of March 2022 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Kay Hernandez, Mayor Pro Tem,  called the meeting to order at 5:39 p.m.  Because the Mayor had eye surgery, she attended the meeting but asked the Mayor Pro Tem to conduct the meeting due to swelling.  Leslie Parker present  but sick.
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Kay Hernandez, Kelli Stanfield, Velma Womack, and Marie Bannister.  
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Velma Womack.
4. Open forum:   No comments made in open forum.
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)

· Robbie Posey – Water and Sewer taps for his property on Hwy 31:  Mr. Posey did not attend the meeting.
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.

· Report from Officer Cate, code enforcement:  Officer Cate presented his report on code enforcement.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens presented her report. The Judge prepared 293 warrants to be filed with Henderson County.
· Report from EDC:  Betty Sanders  and Carrie Evans did not have any update for the EDC.
· Report from Water Plant Operator:  David Walker did not attend the meeting.
· Report from Matt Maddox:  Matt Maddox presented his monthly report.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their packet.

· Payroll report for February 2022
· Check registers and P & L for General Fund and System Fund
6. Consider entering into an agreement with YNS Services and review bid submitted to EDC by YNS Services for the purchase of 3.553 Acres,  AB 17 N Addison Survey, D.C. Legg Lot 106, Property ID R000056137, West Street, Trinidad, Texas.  One bid was submitted:  YNS Services submitted a bid in the amount of $14,212 (see attached bid). Motion was made by Marie Bannister to approve the purchase of 3.553 acres owned by EDC to YNS Services.  Velma seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
7. Consider the budget submitted by EDC for fiscal year ending December 31, 2022:  Motion was made by Kelli Stanfield to approve the EDC budget for fiscal year ending December 31, 2022.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Review and consider loan with First State Bank to purchase a Kubota Tractor L47 at a rate of 3.99% for 60 months which will be auto drafted from General Fund account:  Motion was made by Marie bannister to approve the purchase of a Kubota Tractor L47 to be financed by First State Bank.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Review and consider Ordinance No. 2022-002, PRIVATE an ordinance of the City of Trinidad, Texas amending Ordinance No. 97-02 in its entirety adopting procedures for review, processing, and approval of plats, concept plans, and construction plans; providing alternative review procedures; providing definitions; providing comprehensive regulations for the subdivision of land within the city and its extraterritorial jurisdiction; providing a severability clause, providing savings, effective date and open meetings clauses, and providing for related matters:  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to table this line item until the zoning and council have a public hearing.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
10. Council Members Inquiry Time:  Mayor Leslie Parker updated the council on her efforts in trying to open up access out of town from South Leagueline Road for evacuating in case of emergency.
The Mayor informed council she had a TDEM meeting concerning an emergency exit out of Trinidad from South Leagueline Road.  She had a zoom meeting this date also concerning the same matter.
Marie Bannister asked the Mayor when she will be appointing a person for Don Brawners seat of one year term.  The Mayor said she is taking time to seriously reflect on the matter because she does not want to make a hasty decision.  Marie said she was told by attorney we had to appoint.  The Mayor said she would check with the attorney. 
11. Consent Agenda:  All matters listed under Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City       Council and will be enacted by one motion.  If discussion is desired, that item will then be removed from the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
