Minutes

March 19, 2024
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 19th day of March 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:31 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Roy Stanfield, Velma Womack and  Tonya Womack.  Kelli Stanfield was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Roy Stanfield.
4. Open forum:   No comments made in open forum.
5. Convened into executive session at 5:32 p.m. pursuant to Section 551.071, Tex. Gov't Code, for deliberate the purchase, exchange, lease or value of real property – Adam Griffin, Zippy J’s
6. Reconvened into open session at 5:48 p.m. to take action as appropriate in the Council's discretion regarding the purchase, exchange, lease or value of real property.  Adam Griffin, Zippy J’s..

Motion was made by Marie Bannister to partially abandon a section of Whorton Circle (see attached).  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· Report from Water Plant Operator – Notice of Violation from TCEQ:  The water plant operator talked about the notice and updated the council regarding the plant.
· Report from Street Dept.:  Matt Maddox did not attend because of water leak.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens was not present at the meeting.  City Administrator printed a few reports for review.  
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.  Roy Stanfield and council were concerned for the productivity of the police department for the last two months.  Mr. Stanfield and the Chief talked about this in great detail.  
Mr. Stanfield said that would affect the revenue at budget time.
· Report from EDC:  Carrie Evans and Betty Sanders had no new news regarding EDC.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their

8. Consider finding and paying a contractor to clean up Camargo property on McEntire and placing a lien on the property:  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to pay for a contractor to clean up the Camargo/Ochoa property on McEntire.  Tonya Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

9. Review and approve the Racial Profiling Report as provided by the Chief of Police:  Motion was made by Marie Bannister accept the Racial Profiling report as submitted by Chief of Police.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

10. Review and consider the revisions of the oil and gas Ordinance:  Motion was made by Tonya Womack to table this line item and schedule a zoom meeting with the oil and gas inspector from Fort Worth, Texas.  Velma Womack seconds the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
11. Consider and award the Planning and Management Services for the Resilient Community Program grant RCP (generators):    Three bids were submitted:  1) Ricardo Gomez & Associates, 2) Grant Works, and 3) Langford Community Management Services.  After reviewing the rating sheets on each business and reviewing the paperwork, a motion was made by Marie Bannister to award the Planning and Management Services to Grant Works.  Tomya Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
12. Review and consider bids submitted for the replacement of the porch on the Community Center:  Two bids were submitted:  1) Jake of all Trades LLC and 2) David Kennedy.  After reviewing the two bids, a motion was made by Marie Bannister to accept the bid of David Kennedy to redo the front porch of the Community Center.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
13. Review and consider entering into an East Texas Council of Governments Interlocal Contract for IT Services for the phones at the new City Hall:  Two bids were submitted:  1) Shannon Rose and 2) East Texas Council of Government.  After reviewing the bids, a motion was made by Marie Bannister to accept the bid from East Texas Council of Government.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.
