Minutes

March 21, 2023
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 21st   day of March 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were, Lisa Hebrank, Kelli Stanfield, Kay Hernandez, Velma Womack and Tonya Womack.   
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Lisa Hebrank.
4. Open forum:   Roy Stanfield updated the council on the new City Hall.  The drop ceiling was going to be installed the following week.  He discussed the need to make some changes to the drilling ordinance and the water rates.
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· Sue Butler -  questions for the council:  Ms Butler was wondering why the dumpster was in front of the café and nothing is being done, and why a box car was allowed to be brought in at the corner of Leagueline and Hwy 31.  She thought that code enforcement wasn’t happening.

· Roy Stanfield – update on City Hall:  Mr. Stanfield updated on the following:

· Concrete is running about $6.00 per yd

· There is a need for more dirt

· TV’s and monitors have been installed...

· He discussed how nice it would be for an RV Park at the City Lake and feels it could bring more money to the city.
· Report from Street Department:  Matt Maddox will come to council meeting the first month of each quarter.
· Report from Water Plant Operator:  Ford Services will follow the same schedule as Street Department for council meetings.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens did not attend the meeting.
· Report from Chief of Police:  Ryan Cate presented his monthly report.  Chief Miers was on vacation.
· Report from Officer Cate, code enforcement:  Officer Cate presented his report on code enforcement.

· Report from EDC:  Leslie Parker talked about the SMU project and the students will be coming to the city.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their

6. Consider Ordinance No. 2023-002,  an ordinance of the City of Trinidad, Texas, amending the City of Trinidad Code of Ordinances Title .V. Public Works, Chapter 52 water, wastewater, solid waste collection, section 52.004 definitions; amending the City of Trinidad Code of Ordinances Title V. Public Works, Chapter 52 water, wastewater, solid waste collection Section 52.081, commercial and industrial units; providing a severability clause; providing an effective date and open meetings clause:  Motion was made by Kelli Stanfield to approve Ordinance No. 2023-002 as stated above.  Tonya Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
7. Consider Ordinance No. 2023-003, an ordinance of the City of Trinidad, Texas, amending the City of Trinidad Code of Ordinances Title VII Traffic Code; providing a severability clause; providing an effective date and open meetings clause:  The Council decided that the city would stripe the parking at downtown since the city owns the property.  The City Administrator will get bids on asphalt work and striping.  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to table this line item.  Lisa Hebrank seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Review and consider changes to the rates charged for permits:  Motion was made by Kelli Stanfield to consider raising rate but table to give each council member time to work on the list.  Kay Hernandez seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Consider application and agreement made by YMS Services for an EDC Grant:  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to accept the agreement between EDC and YNS services for a grant in the amount of $14,918.00.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.
10. Consider and appoint three members to the Architectural Review Committee that will work with Planning and Zoning Board and the City Council:  After general discussion, a motion was made by Kay Hernandez to appoint Eye Haynes, architect, Carrie Evans and Kelli Stanfield to the Architectural Review Committee.  Tonya Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
11. Council Members Inquiry Time:  No comments made.
12. Consent Agenda:  All matters listed under Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City Council and will be enacted by one motion.  If discussion is desired, that item will then be removed from the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
