Minutes

April 16, 2024
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 16th day of April 2024 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Roy Stanfield, Velma Womack and  Tonya Womack.  Kelli Stanfield was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Roy Stanfield.
4. Open forum:   Rayne addressed the council discussing the amount of time it took for the sewer problem he had at his coffee shop, Caffiend Fix Coffee.  He felt like it cost him business because of the length of time.
Jonathon Bowman also spoke about Caffiend Fix Coffee shop and the repair area is sinking a little bit where they dug.  He also talked about Adopt-a-Barn-Cat program.  It’s a program that helps Trinidad residents get outdoor kitties spayed and neutered.  The City Administrator will call and get something set up for Trinidad residents.  

5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· Report from Street Dept.:  City Administrator presented the monthly report.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens was not present at the meeting.  City Administrator printed a few reports for review.  
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.  
· Report from EDC:  Carrie Evans and Lisa Hebrank had no new news regarding EDC.  They reported that the board will be attending the sales tax seminar in Tyler..
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their

packet.

· All bank account balances.
· Payroll report for March 2024  
· Check registers and P & L for General Fund and System Fund
· Update on the RCP grant for generators;  Application has been filed and emails sent to 7 vendors concerning opportunity to bid.

· Update on moving into City Hall; After the telephone system and IT vendor finishes those jobs, we will be able to move into the building.  Best guess is 2-3 weeks before we will be able to move.

· Update on the Community Center:  David Kennedy has completed the porch on the community center but will wait 30 days to stain.  

6. Consider the resignation of Kelli Stanfield from City Council:  Motion was made by Roy Stanfield to accept the resignation of Kelli Stanfield.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. Consider appointing an at large position to the City Council to replace Kelli Stanfield:  Motion was made by Tonya Womack to pay for a contractor to clean up the Camargo/Ochoa property on McEntire.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

8. Council Members Inquiry Time:  The Mayor discussed the right of way in the back of the city hall and adding gravel.  

Roy Stanfield talked about an electronic sign that could be used inside the building and having companies advertise on the sign for a fee.  He was thinking of ways to bring money into the city.

9. Consent Agenda:  All matters listed under the Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City Council and will be enacted by one motion.  If discussion is desired, that item will then be removed from the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
