Minutes

April 19, 2022
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 19th day of April 2022 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:39 p.m.  Because the Mayor had eye surgery, she attended the meeting but asked the Mayor Pro Tem to conduct the meeting due to swelling.
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Kay Hernandez, Kelli Stanfield, Velma Womack, and Marie Bannister.  
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Ryan Cate.
4. Open forum:   No comments made in open forum.
5. Convened into executive session at 5:35 p.m. pursuant to Section 551.074, Tex. Gov't Code, to deliberate personnel.

6. Reconvened into open session at 6:21 p.m. to take action as appropriate in the Council's discretion regarding Section 551.074, Tex. Gov't Code, deliberating personnel.

He said it’s not only to be certified, it’s special dog cages, accessories, way to transport, housing etc.  He also said if a dog dies in your custody, you can be sued..  Right now the city is not in a position to be have a full-fledged animal control department.
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.

· Report from Officer Cate, code enforcement:  Officer Cate presented his report on code enforcement.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens presented her report.

Consider Planning and Zoning Commission recommendation to waive the fencing guidelines as described in the Zoning Ordinance and allow the fence at 106 Forehand Road:  Motion was made by Marie bannister to approve the recommendation by the Zoning Commission to waive the fencing guidelines for 106 Forehand Rd.   Velma Womack seconds the motion.  The vote was 2 voting yes and 2 voting no..  The Mayor voted breaking the tie and voted yes.   Motion carried.
