3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Lisa Hebrank.
4. Open forum:   No comments in open forum.
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· Meet Cassandra Hordge-Jones, Chef Cassy’s Creations:  Chef Cassie was not present.  
· Thomas Taaffee – land donation:  Thomas Taaffe and his wife would like to donate a piece of land that is located next to the Community Center.  He would like it to be named Robert and Ruby Taaffe Park.  He would also like for the city to present a plan and drawing of what the park would look like.
· Maggie Mizell and Matt Mizell – W Boatwright Rd:  Because of the problems they have had on Boatwright Road, the Mizells’ would like the city to close a portion of Boatwright Road in front of their home.
