Minutes

May 17, 2022
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 17th day of April 2022 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Kay Hernandez, Kelli Stanfield, Velma Womack, and Marie Bannister.  
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by the Mayor.
4. Open forum:   No comments made in open forum.
5. Convened into executive session at 5:35 p.m. pursuant to Section 551.072, Tex. Gov't Code, regarding property and TRWD IPL Project Proposal.
6. Reconvened into open session at 6:10 p.m. to take action as appropriate in the Council's discretion regarding Section 551.072, Tex. Gov't Code, property and TRWD IPL Project Proposal.
Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to enter an arrangement with TRWD regarding the use and access of the City Lake property and what TRWD will provide to the City for that access.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously. 
7. Lorenzo – discuss building a road for entrance off McEntire to his propert:  Lorenzo did not attend the meeting.  No action taken.
8. Consider the recommendation from the Planning & Zoning Commission to approve the site plan and request for a setback variance for Lots 5 and 6. as submitted by YNS Services:   Steven Haymes met with the Planning & Zoning meeting and at that meeting, the site plan was presented showing the initial layout for the property on West St.  A motion was made by Marie Bannister to approve the Zoning recommendation and approve the initial site plan.  Kellie Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Consider an appointment to the City Council:  The Mayor said she gave this matter a great deal of thought and prayer on who might be a good fit to appoint to the City Council at this time.  .She recommended Lisa Hebrank to the council but opened up to the council to give their views and ideas on who the council could appoint.  Marie Bannister said she thought Sam would be good and even though he didn’t win, he ran for the election.  There was more discussion.  Kellie Stanfield made a motion to appoint Lisa Hebrank to serve on the City Council in place of Don Brawner’s At Large position.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Three council members voted yes and Marie Bannister abstained.  Motion carried.
10. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)

1. Laura Yarborough and Sadie Freeman:  Neither person attended the meeting.
2. Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.  He said he filed an at large cased on the Police Chief of Caney City for a dog case.

3. Report from Officer Cate, code enforcement:  Officer Cate presented his report on code enforcement.
4. Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens presented her report. 
5. Report from EDC:  Carrie Evans said members of the EDC have reached out to some businesses.  She said she enjoys working with the EDC, that everyone is positive and work well together..
6. Report from Water Plant Operator:  Ronnie Ford with Ford Services gave the council an update on what they have had to work on at the plant.  He said they are making progress but to be patient in clearing a lot of matters up.  He told the council that if they had any questions or if anything came up to please let him and his employees know.

7. Report from Matt Maddox:  Matt Maddox presented his monthly report.  He had one employee quit so he is down to two full time and one part time worker for the street department..
8. Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their packet.

11. Council Members Inquiry Time:  
Marie Bannister talked about animal control and what could be done with all the dogs and cats in town.  The Council discussed the issues with animal control and that the city did not have a certified person to do animal control.  Mare said she didn’t think getting a certificate would be hard to do and cheap. It was discussed it wasn’t so much getting the certificate but it was a lot of not having the manpower to have a “legal” animal control.  Office Cate talked about the requirements for animal control and how important it was to be careful because of the liability to the city.  .  \
