Minutes

June 1, 2023
A Special Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 1st day of June 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Kay Hernandez, Mayor Pro Tem, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Lisa Hebrank, Kelli Stanfield, Kay Hernandez, Velma Womack and Tonya Womack.   Leslie Parker, Mayor, attended the meeting by zoon.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Lisa Hebrank.
4. Open forum:   Steven Haynes would like to be placed on the next agenda for an executive session regarding property.  He commented on the enforcement of code enforcement and dumpsters.  There is a dumpster next to Whistlestop that he would like to remove because people coming in to eat won’t have to smell the dumpster.  He talked about a few other things that he would like to speak about in executive session.
Jonathon mentioned three is a potential barbeque place to come in where the donut shop was on Hwy 31.  He said they are working on refurbishing the car wash.

5. Review and consider closing  West Boatwright Road in total or a partial close:  Matt Mizell and Maggie Mizell attended the meeting and requested that Boatwright Road be closed in front of their property.  Motion was made by Kelli Stanfield to partially close W Boatwright Rd in front of Mizell property.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
6. Review and consider opening East Boatwright Road due to the development of homes off of Forehand Road.:  Because there is development on Forehand Road at this time, the council thinks it would be a good time to consider reopening E Boatwright Road.  There have been several homes built off of Forehand Road.  It would be a good access road for those living off of Forehand Road to Hwy 274.  Tonya Womack made a motion to reopen E Boatwright Rd because of development in that area.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

7. Review and consider regulating vaping in public spaces:  Tonya Womack made a motion to table the Vaping ordinance.  Kelli Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Consider the donation of land to the City by Thomas Taaffe  Kelli Stanfield made a motion to accept the donation of land to the City of Trinidad and name the project after his parents..  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Accept the resignation of Ryan Cate and consider the K-9:  Tonya Womack made a motion to accept the resignation of Ryan Cate and table the K-9 discussion.  Kelli Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
10. Consider SMU report for the City of Trinidad to determine initial direction and stages of action.. The Mayor will provide a letter to Jonathon stating the City is interested in moving forward with the SMU project.  Lisa Hebrank seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
