Minutes

June 20, 2023
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 20th day of June 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were, Lisa Hebrank, Kay Hernandez, Velma Womack and Tonya Womack.  Kelli Stanfield was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Lisa Hebrank.
4. Open forum:   Thomas Taaffe discussed his proposition to donate his land behind the community center to the center as long as the City produced a plan to him and names the vicinity in honor of his parents or grandparents.
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· James Alyea – Boatwright Rd:  Mr. Alyea was not in favor of closing any section of Boatwright Road.
· James Dockery – Boatwright Rd:  Mr. Dockery was not in favor of closing any section of Boatwright Road.
· Billy Dalrymple – Boatwright Rd:  Mr. Dalrymple was not in favor of closing any section of Boatwright Road.
· Mr. and Mrs. Taaffe – Boatwright Rd: Mr. and Mrs. Taaffe were not in favor of closing any section of Boatwright Road

· Matt and Laci Mizell – Laci did not attend the meeting but Matt went over his original reasons for wanting to close E Boatwright Road in front of his family’s property.
· Maggie Mizell – Boatwright Road – Ms. Mizell did not attend the meeting.

· Johnny Kimbrough – Boatwright Road:  Mr. Kimbrough does not want the city to reopen E Boatwright Road. The City Council discussed with Mr. Kimbrough that the particular areas on Forehand Road were developing, and they think it would benefit the city to reopen the road.
· Discuss and consider the Refuge sign as a donation to the City:  The new owners of the Refuge wants to donate to the city the metal artwork sign on the building of the Refuge. 

· Discuss and consider a temporary waiver for the Refuge for dumpster enclosure:  Tonya Womack said the new owners of the Refuge will need a waiver for the required enclosure around the dumpster.  They would like a waiver until building is finished and they know exactly where the dumpster will be located.

9. Discuss and consider placing liens for 901 Peach and 902 Peach for the demolition costs of $5,000 each property:  Tonya Womack made a motion to place a lien on 901 Peach and 902 Peach.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

10. Bid Opening for sale of the City Hall:  No bids were submitted.

11. Consider and approve the resignation of Lisa Hebrank from the City Council:  Kay Hernandez said with great regret she makes a motion to accept the resignation of Lisa Hebrank..  .  Tonya Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

12. Consider and appoint a council member for the vacant position on the City Council:  Kay Hernandez made a motion to table this line item until the next council meeting.  .  Vekna Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

14. Reconvened into open session at 8:38 pm. to take action as appropriate in the City Council's discretion regarding the applicants for the Utility Clerk position.

Tonya Womack seconds the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
