An Order was issued on May 26, 2022 by the BOA deeming 709 McEntire as an unsafe 
building 

according to our dangerous building ordinance and to demolish the premises at the owner’s expense by 
June 30, 2022. 

Chris Riley appeared for the meeting.  He discussed that he has replaced windows and a few other things and would like to finish the work.  He is aware the BOA ordered the demolition of the home by June 30, 2022.  In his appeal he is asking to be forgiven for mistakenly misunderstanding and/or forgetting about the scheduled meeting to give a plan for remodeling the house.  His plan is to replace all wood with equivalent/greater materials.  He will treat wood to prevent future breakdown of wood materials.  He has a contractor that will replace the roof, Noles Roofing.  Soffits and trim will be replaced and green shake siding will be removed.  There will be new cabinets and counter tops in the kitchen, new toilet in bathroom as well as new water heater.  The plumbing will be pressure tested. As of this meeting, he has not paid for a remodel permit.  Chris said he would come in tomorrow (Wednesday, June 22, 2022) and pay for his permit.
Motion was made by Marie Bannister accept his appeal and give Mr. Riley 45 days which would be August 4, 2022 to complete the remodel with all inspections.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
