Minutes

June 21, 2022
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 21st  day of June 2022 beginning at 5:47 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:47 p.m.  
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were Kay Hernandez, Kelli Stanfield, Velma Womack, and Marie Bannister.  
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by the Mayor.
4. Open forum:   Roy Stanfield,  as contractor under YNSGC Contractors, gave the City Council members an update on the construction of the new City Hall.  Concrete should be poured on the foundation by
 July 11, 2022.
5. Convened into executive session at 5:55 p.m.  pursuant to Section 551.072, deliberation regarding property.

6. Reconvene into open session to take action as appropriate in the Board’s discretion regarding property.

7. Appoint Lisa Hebrank to fill the at large position of Don Brawner and give Oath of Office:  Motion made by Kelli Stanfield to appoint Lisa Hebrank to the unfilled at large position on the council.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried four votes to appoint Lisa Hebrank and one vote to abstain.  Motion carried.
8. Consider Bill Scott to act as Prosecutor for the Trinidad Municipal Court:  Mr. Scott attended the meeting and introduced himself.  He passed out his resume and discussed his experiences and jobs, past and present.  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to approve Bill Scott as the Prosecutor for the Trinidad Municipal Court.  Velma Womack secondsthe motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Lorenzo – discuss building a road for entrance off McEntire to his property  Lorenzo did not attend the meeting.
10. Review and consider Collections Contract between City of Trinidad and Henderson County Tax office for the collection of property taxes.  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to approve the Collections Contract between the City and Henderson County for the collection of taxes.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carriey unanimously.
11. Review and consider the Contract between the City of Trinidad and YNS General Contractors LLC with an attached Performance Bond.  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to approve the contract between the City and YNS General Constrictors LLC.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
12. Review and consider the Contractor’s Agreement that each contractor for the new City Hall will have to fill out and provide proof of insurance before their contracting job can begin:  Motion was made by Kelli Stanfield the approve the Contractor’s Agreement form for each contractor that will used on contractors building the new City Hall.  Kay Hernandez seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
13. Review and consider the YNSGC- and City of Trinidad Services Agreement wherein a contract fee of $25,000 will be paid to YNSGC for services:  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to Services Agreement between the city and YNSGC General Contractor’s for a contract fee of $25,000.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
14. Consider Ordinance No. 2022-003, an ordinance electing for the city to make current service and prior service contributions to the city’s account in the benefit accumulation fund of the Texas municipal retirement system at the actuarially determined rate of total employee compensation:  Motion was made by Marie Bannister to approve Ordinance No. 2022-003 as stated above.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
