Minutes

July 18, 2023
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 18st  day of July 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:48 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were, Kay Hernandez, Velma Womack, Tonya Womack and  Kelli Stanfield.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Leslie Parker.
4. Open forum:   No comments made in open forum.
5. Convene into executive session at 5:55 p.m. pursuant to Section 551.074, Tex. Gov't Code, to deliberate the duties of: Matt Maddox.
6. Reconvened into open session at 6:10 p.m. to take action as appropriate in the Council's discretion regarding the duties of Matt Maddox.
No action taken.

7. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· Report from Architectural Review Committees:  Kellie Stanfield reported that the Architectural Review Committee met with the new owners of the Refuge and were shown the plans for the new store.  Eve asked if there was a way they could use a more neutral tone to the outside of their building.  The owners said that would be doable for them.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens presented her monthly report.
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented his monthly report.
· Report from EDC:  Carrie Evans said that they are still pursuing new businesses that could possibly open up in Trinidad.
· Report from City Administrator: All council members received the following in their

packet.

· All bank account balances
· Payroll report for June 2023  
· Check registers and P & L for General Fund and System Fund
· The City needs to replace the front porch of the Community Center. It’s decayed and there are safety concerns for all who rent the center.   In the process of getting some bids for the project.  Using composite, the first bid came in at $12,000.  A discussion was concerning using composite versus wood.
· Future budget meetings will be scheduled by the City Administrator.
8. Review and consider Resolution No. 2023-002, a Resolution reopening East Boatwright Road:   Motion was made by Kelli Stanfield to approve Resolution No. 2023-002 to reopen East Boatwright Road   Tonya Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Discuss and reconsider closing a portion of W Boatwright Road.  Kay Hernandez made a motion to table the approval of opening W Boatwright Road until the city attorney could advise the council.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carries unanimously.
10. Consider and appoint a council member for the vacant position:  The Mayor suggested that we table this item until the council has more time to deliberate several names.  Tonya Womack made a motion to table this line item.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  

11. Consider the purchase of a new pickup for the Water/Sewer Department.  The 2016 Ford pickup is out of commission.  The repair bill would be 412,000.  In the last year there have been several repairs with the most recent repair of approximately $2,000.  Motion was made by Kay Hernandez to purchase a new work pickup with a utility bad attached.  Kelli Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
12. Consider giving the Refuge a waiver for the dumpster enclosure until the store is in a position to know where the dumpster will be placed.:  Kay Hernandez made a motion to give the Refuge a waiver from the dumpster requirements until the store is built.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
13. Council Members Inquiry Time:  Kellie Stanfield would like to meet and go over the SMU student’s evaluation of the City of Trinidad and its future growth.  It was decided that a meeting will be scheduled in the future and discuss the future development of the city.
14. Consent Agenda:  All matters listed under Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City Council and will be enacted by one motion.  If discussion is desired, that item will then be removed from the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
