Minutes

August 15, 2023
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 15st  day of August 2023 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Leslie Parker, Mayor, called the meeting to order at 5:31 p.m.   
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were, Kay Hernandez, Velma Womack, Tonya Womack and  Kelli Stanfield.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Leslie Parker.
4. Open forum:   No comments made in open forum.
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)
· James Gaddis Jr. – water rates:  Mr. Gaddis feels he doesn’t owe what shows on his account.  He would like to close his account and start with a new account with a 0 balance.  The Mayor told him that the City Administrator would review the bill with him to make sure everyone is on the same page.  Mr. Gaddis will come to city hall for the review.
· Report from Architectural Review Committees:  Kellie Stanfield said that they met to review the plans for the new Refuge.  There’s been no other activity.
· Report from Municipal Court.  Judge Bivens presented her monthly report...She also presented her potential budget.  She discuss her wanting to change court software.  The cost proposal for the software is $9325 with an annual fee of $5650.
· Report from Chief of Police:  Chief Miers presented a report along with his presentation of his budget requests.  .He talked about HB 1354.  He increased his salary and wages by over $13,000 for himself and potentially for the new officer an increase.  Increases were in Travel/Meals, ordinance expense, uniforms, equipment and fuel increase of $15,000.

Kelli Stanfield seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Review response from City Attorney and consider a partial closing of W Boatwright Rd:  Taking the city attorney’s recommendation, Kay Hernandez made a motion to not close W Boatwright Road.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
