August 16, 2022
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 16th day of August 2022 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:
1. Call to Order:  Kay Hernandez, Mayor Pro Tem, called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  
2. Roll Call:  Councilpersons present at the meeting were, Lisa Hebrank, Velma Womack, and Marie Bannister and Kelli Stanfield .  Mayor Leslie Parker was absent. 
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Velma Womack
4. Open forum:   No comments made in open forum.
5. WORK SESSION (no action to be taken on following agenda items)

· Steven Haynes – Program for revitalization of the cities:  Mr. Haynes discussed a program at SMU where graduate students go to 0rural cities and do a study on what it would take to help revitalize the town.  The City of Prosper took advantage of this program and saw growth in their city.  The program doesn’t start until January 2023 and the Mayor asked that the city be placed on their list.
· Update on City Hall construction from Roy Stanfield:  Mr. Stanfield talked about the progress of the building of city hall.  The building is ready for framing with the “skin”,  and once the roof is attached, work can begin on the inside of the building.  Construction loan is $500,000 and as of this date monies that have been spent is:

6. Review and consider Ordinance No. 2022-005, an Ordinance of the City of Trinidad, Texas ordering a special election to be held on November 8, 2022 for the purpose of seeking voter response to the proposition to reauthorize a local sales and use tax at the rate of one-fourth of one percent to continue providing revenue for maintenance and repair of municipal streets; making provision for the conduct of the election with Henderson County; resolving other matters incident and related to such election; and providing an effective date:  Motion was made by Marie bannister to approve Ordinance No. 2022-005, an Ordinance ordering the election of November 8, 2022 and the Special Election renewing the street maintenance tax.  Velma Womack seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
7. Consider and approve the Interlocal Agreement between Henderson County and the City of Trinidad to conduct the election on November 8, 2022:  M:otion was made by Kelli Stansfield to approve the Interlocal Agreement for Henderson County to conduct the November 8, 2022 election.  Marie Bannister seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
8. Review and consider Resolution No. 2022-001, a resolution of the City of Trinidad, Texas, supporting the Henderson County Crimes Against Children task force who will specialize in the investigation and enforcement of all crimes against children; The Henderson County District attorney, Jenny Palmer, Bodie Hillhouse, Sheriff, and 
Ms. Davis, Program Director attended our meeting discussing a new task force being created that will be able to totally work children abuse cases.  Each city is asked to join by resolution and the fee for our city would be $10,000.  This would move children cases faster and more efficient as well as enable more time for the police department to work on other cases.  Motion was made by Kelli Stanfield to approve Resolution No. 2022-001 supporting Crimes Against Children task force.  Marie Bannister seconds the motion.    Motion carried unanimously.  
9. Council Members Inquiry Time:  No comments made.
10. Consent Agenda:  All matters listed under Consent Agenda are considered to be routine by the City Council and will be enacted by one motion.  If discussion is desired, that item will then be removed from the Consent Agenda and will be considered separately.
