September 20, 2022
A Regular Session of the governing body of the City of Trinidad was held on the 20th  day of September 2022 beginning at 5:30 p.m. at the City Hall in Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed:

· Casey Osborn, with Net Data:  Mr. Osborn discussed the benefits of using NetData software as the court software.
