A Meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission of the City of Trinidad was held on the 5th day of January 2023 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Hall at 212 Park Street, Trinidad, Texas, at which time the following subjects were discussed to wit:

1. Call to Order:  Chairman Roy Stanfield called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
2. Roll Call:  Board members present at the meeting were, Helen Covey, Sue Butler and  Kay Hernandez, and  Betty Sanders.   Billy Ray Hornbuckle was absent.
3. Invocation:  The invocation was given by Roy Stanfield.
4. Visitors/citizen forum:  No comments made in open forum.  
5. Jeremy Crocker – zoning a piece of land for tiny homes:    `Jeremy Crocker csicussed that he owned a piece of land off of Leagueline Road and wanted to make a Tiny Home development which would require a zoning change.  He plans to start with 3 homes.  He will build each home himself.  Jeremy didn’t bring any paperwork or plans to show the Zoning what his plans were.  The square footage was discussed and he said he would increase the size of the home if that’s what it took.  He also said they would be rentals and not sold.  At next meeting, Jeremy was asked to bring a plat of the land and the plans to show what he wants to build.
6. Steven Haynes – ARD (Architectural Review Board:  Steven Haynes discussed he recommendation to set up an Architectural Review Committee.  The ARB Committee would basically conduct design and material reviews of additions, alterations and improvements to existing structures, building and properties and will also review the design, material and compatibility of new construction.  The ARB reports to the City Council and works with the Planning and Zoning Committee. The Town Center Overlay allows the ARB to approve the type of new or renovated construction done within the city.  

7. Review Ordinance establishing a Planning and Zoning Commission:  The board members reviewed the ordinance officially setting up the Planning and Zoning Commission, terms and setting a definite monthly date and time to meet.  The City Council will review the ordinance and consider approval.
8. Consider a standard meeting date and time for monthly meetings and to change the meeting time from noon to 5:00 p.m.:  After discussion, Kay Hernandez made a motion to meet the first Tuesday of each month at 5:00 p.m.at City Hall.  Helen Covey seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
9. Discuss the Oil and Gas Ordinance for any possible revisions to recommend to the City Council:  Due to time restraints, a meeting is set up for Thursday, January 12, 2023 at 5:00 p.m. to discuss the drilling or oil and gas ordinance.
10. Convened into executive session pursuant to Section 551.072, deliberation regarding property. 

11. Reconvene into open session to take action as appropriate in the Board’s discretion regarding property.
