5. Discuss and review schedule for making a zoning change:    The schedule prepared by the City Attorney was briefly reviewed.
6. Ada Catino – home on Hwy 31 deemed dangerous building, zoning designation, residential or commercial.: Ms. Catino wanted to know if she could keep the old home in tack while she built a new home next to that property.  She didn’t know exactly what she wanted to do with the property once the house was taken down.  She discussed said she would be willing to make her two lots commercial instead of residential.  Motion was made by Helen Covey to recommend to the Board of Adjustments to demolish the dangerous building.    Billy Ray Hornbuckle seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

Pamela Walters and Ricci Maston - Consider zoning designation for residential properties within Sandra Bailey’s Commercial property located at the corner of Hwy 31:   Ms. Walters the residential properties behind the Mobile Home Supply and talked about the zoning designation.  Depending on the person who buys she wanted to make those residential lots commercial to go with the commercial Mobile Home Supply. Motion was made by Kay Hernandez that the residential lots would be better suited as commercial properties..  Billy Ray Hornbuckle seconds the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
