1.	Call to order and roll call.
The Regular Meeting of the Seven Points City Council was Called to Order at 7:00p.m by Mayor Skippy Waters; Mayor Pro Tem LaJohnna Wells, Council Members Andy Perdue and Kelly Logsdon were present to make a quorum

2.	Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance.
Chief Raymond Wennerstrom gave the invocation and Skippy Waters led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3.	Public Comments.
Chief Raymond Wennerstrom presented a Certificate of Appreciation to Jennifer Early, Dispatcher for the dedication and hard work to pass the previous audit with 100%

Mary Wennerstrom introduced Chris Murray who will be speaking on line item #8, road repair.
 
4.	Consent Items.
A.	Approve Minutes from the January 9, 2023, Regular Meeting.   
Upon motion by Andy Perdue and a second by LaJohnna Wells; the vote was three (3) for and none opposed to accept the minutes as written.  Motion carried.

B.	Approve January financials, subject to audit.
Upon motion by Kelly Logsdon and a second by Andy Perdue; the vote was three (3) for and none opposed to approve the February financials subject to audit.  Motion Carried.

5.	Discuss and take action to appoint Cindy Conn to the Planning & Zoning Committee.
Mac McKenzie introduced Cindy Conn and recommended her to be on the P&Z Committee, upon motion by Mayor Pro Tem LaJohnna Wells and a second by Kelly Logsdon, the vote was three (3) for and none opposed to approve Cindy Conn to the P&Z Committee.   Motion carried.

6.	Discuss and take action to appoint Stephanie Love to the EDC.
Mac McKenzie recommended Stephanie Love to be seated on the EDC.  Upon motion by Andy Perdue and a second by Mayor Pro Tem LaJohnna Wells; the vote was three (3) for and none opposed to approve Stephanie Love to the EDC.  Motion carried

7.	Discuss and take action to appoint Mayor Glenn “Skippy Waters, Mayor Pro Tem LaJohnna Wells, Charlotte Scrimshire, City Secretary and Council Member Andy Perdue
Mayor Pro Tem LaJohnna made a motion to have the City Council pen a Resolution to have 4 people on the city general fund checking account. Upon motion by Kelly Logsdon and second by Mayor Pro Tem LaJohnna Wells, the vote was three (3) for and none opposed to approve these 4 people to be signers of the general fund account at Prosperity Bank, the vote was three (3) for and none opposed.   Motion carried

8.	Discuss what actions need to be taken to begin repair on roads.
Mayor Skippy Waters know a lady that is now working with Trinidad to get them the ad valorem tax approved and take steps to get bonds and to get roads fixed. Mayor Skippy Waters is wanting to bring her in for a special meeting to present the steps to get things in place to begin working on the roads. Mayor Skippy Waters understanding is there would be one (1) townhall meeting, the City Council would then vote on the ad valorem tax and if approved we would start working on bonds.  She is familiar with what we for the County and what we need to get turned into them and get the ball rolling. Mayor Skippy Waters feels like we’re in good place to at least look at this and see if its something that can take place and what all needs to be done and also we would be looking at consulting fees. Jeff  Baker suggested that all the culverts be cleaned out to help with the water flow.  

Chris Murray who is passionate about road repair comes to us from the City of Kaufman.  He drove a few of the worst roads in our area today to get an idea of what we are dealing with for road repair and repaving. Chris stated he feels like he could help us in three (3) areas to begin the planning of our road repair.   The first area being (1) Developing an Overlay Program; (2) Bring his crew in and use bulk hot oil patching which is temporary but would last longer than the hot mix we are currently using; (3) Training,  he would be glad to come in and train with our maintenance personnel .  Chris stated if we wanted his help to give him a copy of  the top three (3) or four (4) worst roads with mileage or feet and he would get with his vendors to get a price for overlay so we would know what we’re looking at. Mayor Skippy Waters thanked both Chris Murray & Jeff Baker for speaking out and that he would like to sit and talk with both of them after the meeting.

9.	Discuss and take action on raise for Code Enforcement Officer	
	
Upon motion from Kelly Logsdon to increase the Code Enforcement Officer salary by $1.50 (one dollar and 50/100th dollar) per hour and a second from Mayor Pro Tem LaJohnna Wells, the vote was three (3) for and none opposed.  Motion carried
